The Seoul Women's Resource Development Institute (SWRDI) takes the role of an umbrella
organization for 4 Women's Development Centers and 14 Women Resources Development
Centers in Seoul. SWRDI dedicates itself to helping women fulfill their potentials and achieve
economic independence, thereby contributing to realizing gender equality. Its major activities
include vocational training, providing women with advice and career guidance for
employment and starting up a private business, and organizing diverse community welfare
projects.

The Seoul Healthy Family-Support Center seeks to promote a healthy and happy family
culture by providing various family support programs and activities including the cultural
awareness movement for family life, family education, community survey-based program
development, and monitoring of the family support programs of autonomous districts.
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Seoul HanbumolSingle Parent Family) Support Center

The Seoul Hanbumo Support Center provides integrated services in order to stabilize the
livelihood of single-parent and single mother families in seoul and help them reinforce the
capability of self-reliance. It is in charge of various activities such as educating and
consulting, providing information and connection to support service via cultural programs or
networking, conducting campaigns to raise the public awareness, for single parent family,
and offers emergency aid service and, childbirth and child care support playing a role as a
local base for a single mother/father.
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
